• Experience interacting with international students is preferred, but not required. 
• A record of industry work experience in a technology role is preferred, but not required.

• A CV and cover letter outlining your suitability for this position, including an explanation 
of your interest in Christian higher education. 

• A 3 to 4 paragraph statement of how you would integrate the Biblical worldview into all 
instructional content. 

• Please prepare a brief account (no more than 750 words) of your spiritual pilgrimage 
including the time and circumstances surrounding your becoming a believer in Christ 
and your current relationship with Christ.
